By this the children of God and the children of the 
devil are clearly identified.

Those 
who remain in Me, and I in them, will produce much fruit. For 
apart from Me you can do nothing. Anyone who does not remain 
in Me is thrown away like a useless branch and withers. Such 
branches are gathered into a pile to be burned. But if you remain 
in Me and My words remain in you, you may ask for anything you 
want, and it will be granted. When you produce much fruit, you 
are My true disciples. This brings great glory to My Father. Thank 
You for my new life in Christ, in Jesus’ name, amen.

You are not pleased with animals burned whole on the altar 
or with sacrifices to take away sins. Then Jesus said, ‘Here I am, to 
do Your will, O God, just as it is written of me in the book of the 
Law.” First, He said, “You neither want nor are You pleased with 
sacrifices and offerings or with animals burned on the altar and 
sacrifices to take away sins.” He said this even though all these 
sacrifices are offered according to the Law.

Then Jesus said, “Here I am, O God, to do your will.” So, God does 
away with all the old sacrifices and put the sacrifice of Christ in their 
place. Because Jesus Christ did what God wanted Him to do, I am 
purified from sin by the offering He made of His own body on the 
cross once and for all. Jesus said “This is my blood, which seals 
God’s covenant, my blood poured out for many for the forgiveness 
of sins.” Father, I thank You for sending Your only begotten son, to 
shed His blood for me, in Jesus’ Mighty Name, amen.

By this the children of God and the children of the 
devil are clearly identified.

Jesus, You said, Yes, I am the vine, you are the branches. Those 
who remain in Me, and I in them, will produce much fruit. For 
apart from Me you can do nothing. Anyone who does not remain 
in Me is thrown away like a useless branch and withers. Such 
branches are gathered into a pile to be burned. But if you remain 
in Me and My words remain in you, you may ask for anything you 
want, and it will be granted. When you produce much fruit, you 
are My true disciples. This brings great glory to My Father. Thank 
You for my new life in Christ, in Jesus’ name, amen.
